The Belfast Waterfront is located in Lanyon Place, just off Oxford Street in the city centre. 

 
 

On foot  

 
Belfast Waterfront is around five minutes’ walk from the city centre – just follow the directions from Belfast 
City Hall towards Chichester Street.  
 
Cross the traffic lights at Victoria Street and pass through the law courts.  
 
Then cross the traffic lights on Oxford Street – Belfast Waterfront is located next to the Belfast Hilton Hotel.  



By Car 

If you are travelling on a major road into the city, follow signs for the city centre and Belfast Waterfront via 
East Bridge Street or Oxford Street.  

Local car parking facilities  

There are two 24-hour car parks located near Belfast Waterfront, offering more than 800 parking spaces.  
 
The multi-storey Lanyon Place car park is located 100 metres from the venue.  
 
The car park at the Belfast Hilton Hotel is also multi-storey and is next door to the building.  
 
The current hourly rate for the car parks in Lanyon Place and the Belfast Hilton Hotel is £1.80.   

Accessible car parking 

Accessible parking is available on the ground floor of the car park in the Belfast Hilton Hotel.  
 
Additional wide bays are available on all levels of both car parks.  
 
If you have a high-sided vehicle or experience other difficulties, call the accessibility helpline on 028 9033 
4460.  

By bus  

The nearest bus station is the Laganside Bus Centre, which is around two minutes’ walk from Belfast 
Waterfront.  
 
There is a bus stop on Oxford Street, directly outside the building.  
 
The main bus provider in Belfast is Translink, which runs both Ulsterbus and Citybus Metro services.  

By train 

The nearest train station is Central Station, which is in East Bridge Street, around five minutes’ walk from the 
venue.  
 
There is a regular train service to Dublin and the average journey time is around two hours.  

By taxi 

There is a direct phone link to Fon-A-Cab (028 9023 3333) just inside the main entrance.
